Do not
conform any longer to the pattern of this world, but be transformed by the renewing
of your mind. Then you will be able to test and approve what God’s will is — his
good, pleasing and perfect will.

e Exegetical Idea

In view of God's mercy, let God rather than the world shape you so that you will be
able to verify his will.

e What does this mean?

* If you’re at Romans 12, you’re still responsible for Romans 3, 5, 8, 11,
etc.

Note - scripture involves portions that represent take off, flying the
plane, and landing the plane.

* God had been merciful to the gentiles in the Roman church in that they
received the gospel early as a result of the disobedience of the Jews.
He had been merciful the Jews in the Roman church in that they were a
remnant chosen by grace.

* Let God shape you:

e Offer your bodies as living sacrifices - a lifetime of obedience.
® Obedience is the most important form of worship. - 1Sam 15
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* Don't conform to the world - don't let it press you into its mold.
* Renewing your mind (see Rom. 8) will transform you.
¢ This will enable you to test (approve, verify, confirm) God's will.
* Prove God's will for your life.
* Refusing to believe the truth leads to delusion. - Isa 29:1-16; 2Thes
2:9-12
* Test your thoughts and ideas against God's Word (details and
patterns).

1Corinthians 12:1-11

Now about spiritual gifts, brothers, | do not want you to be ignorant. You know that when
you were pagans, somehow or other you were influenced and led astray to mute idols.
Therefore | tell you that no one who is speaking by the Spirit of God says, “Jesus be cursed,”
and no one can say, “Jesus is Lord,” except by the Holy Spirit.

There are different kinds of gifts, but the same Spirit. There are different kinds of service, but
the same Lord. There are different kinds of working, but the same God works all of them in
all men.

Now to each one the manifestation of the Spirit is given for the common good. To one
there is given through the Spirit the message of wisdom, to another the message of
knowledge by means of the same Spirit, to another faith by the same Spirit, to another
gifts of healing by that one Spirit, to another miraculous powers, to another prophecy, to
another distinguishing between spirits, to another speaking in different kinds of tongues,
and to still another the interpretation of tongues. All these are the work of one and the
same Spirit, and he gives them to each one, just as he determines.

Ephesians 4:1-16

As a prisoner for the Lord, then, | urge you to live a life worthy of the calling you have
received. Be completely humble and gentle; be patient, bearing with one another in love.
Make every effort to keep the unity of the Spirit through the bond of peace. There is one body
and one Spirit — just as you were called to one hope when you were called — one Lord,
one faith, one baptism; one God and Father of all, who is over all and through all and in all.

But to each one of us grace has been given as Christ apportioned it. This is why it says:
“When he ascended on high, he led captives in his train and gave gifts to men.” (What
does “he ascended” mean except that he also descended to the lower, earthly regions? He
who descended is the very one who ascended higher than all the heavens, in order to fill the
whole universe.) It was he who gave some to be apostles, some to be prophets, some to
be evangelists, and some to be pastors and teachers, to prepare God’s people for
works of service, so that the body of Christ may be built up until we all reach unity in the
faith and in the knowledge of the Son of God and become mature, attaining to the whole
measure of the fullness of Christ.

Then we will no longer be infants, tossed back and forth by the waves, and blown here and
there by every wind of teaching and by the cunning and craftiness of men in their deceitful
scheming. Instead, speaking the truth in love, we will in all things grow up into him who is
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the Head, that is, Christ. From him the whole body, joined and held together by every
supporting ligament, grows and builds itself up in love, as each part does its work.

Understanding The Bible

Here, for your convenience, are the Bible passages for today's sermon at Life Church. We use mostly the
New International Version (NIV) of the Bible so that you can read it in modern English. You may have been
accustomed to reading or hearing the King James Version of the Bible, which uses older English (with words
like "thee" , "thou", "thine", "believeth", etc.). Don't be alarmed - the passages are really from the Bible!

The Bible was originally written in three ancient languages: Hebrew, Aramaic, and Greek. None of the
people in the Bible, and none of the people who God used to write it spoke English. In fact, English did not
even exist as a language when the Bible was written. The King James Version, first published in 1611, was
a translation of the Bible from it's original languages into the every day English that people used back then -
almost 400 years ago! They didn't just speak that way in church - they spoke that way with everyone. The
King James Version was "modernized" in 1769, but, even so, English has certainly changed a lot since then!
We believe that if you're reading an English translation of the Bible it ought to be up to date - written in
the English you speak every day. God wants you to understand his Word so that you can put it into
practice!
